National Program Objective
The national objective of the Vessel Safety Check (VSC) Program is to minimize the loss of life, personal injury, property damage and the environmental impact associated with the use of recreational boats in order to maximize the safe use and enjoyment of the United States waterways by the public. 

The United States Power Squadrons and the United States Coast Guard Auxiliary have agreed to jointly implement the Vessel Safety check Program in direct support of the United States Coast Guard.

Consistent with the objectives of the Annapolis Sail & Power Squadron and the national VSC Program objectives, the Squadron's Vessel Examiners perform courtesy vessel safety examinations in our home waters and while traveling.  

The objective of the Vessel Safety Check is to ensure that all safety equipment required by both Federal and State laws is present and in good working order.  To further enhance boating safety, the Vessel Examiners also discuss the additional safety equipment recommended by the United States Power Squadrons (USPS) and the USCG and the benefits derived from this equipment.  

The Vessel Examiners conduct themselves in a professional and courteous manner, advise the boat owner of the voluntary nature of the examination, and request permission to board the vessel prior to conducting the Vessel Safety Check.
